*  Willingness to commit to completing four, non-credit, 40-hour courses that require attendance in all classes, effort and
participation.

*  Commitment to completing each course earning a grade of “B” or higher in order to be awarded with a Certificate of
Completion.

* Willingness to independently research a location for the classroom observation requirement in each course.
